Greetings, learned lords and ladies, and I hope this finds you well.

It is the intent of the East Kingdom to register the following names and armory.

There are 9 new names, titles, or changes of name and 5 new badges, devices or changes of device.  The total is 14 submissions new to Laurel.

1.  East, Kingdom of the(-)
new transfer of heraldic title
Seedling Pursuivant

The Kingdom of the East is transferring ownership of the title to the Kingdom of Aethelmearc (AH, II.B.4).  A letter from the Brigantia Principal Herald is attached.

2.  James de Northbrooke (m)
new device
Azure, three bears rampant regardant and on a chief argent, three escarbuncles azure

Name on East Kingdom XLOI dated 23 February 2003.

3.  Jennette Elizabeth Colquhoun (f)
new to Laurel name
Jennette:  found in Late 16th Century English Given Names [1].  Elizabeth:  ibid, but also dated from 1205 to 1600 in England [3] and dated to 1329 as a Scottish name [4].  Colquhoun: is dated to 1241 in Black p. 163.  Submitter accepts all changes but requests that if her name must be changed, it should retain a 'Celtic/Scottish' orientation.

4.  Kali Harlansson of Gotland (m)
new name change
Name change from 'Kale Harlansson of Gotland' (5/81, East).  Kali:  This spelling is documented from Geirr Bassi Haraldsson, The Old Norse Name, on p. 12 col. 2.  Also from Orkneyinga Saga: The History of the Earls of Orkney (Penguin, p 235).  Also as a Viking male name in Landnamabok [1].  No changes.

5.  Líadan inghean Laoghaire (-)
new to Laurel device
Per pale azure and vert, a fret within a bordure argent
Name registered 3/2001 (East); device returned at that time for use of a mascle knot, which was disallowed in 1996.  However, the deadline for free resubmission is past, so this must be considered a new submission.
6.  Lewin de Partone (m)
new name
Lewin:  dated to 1292 in Withycombe, p. 193, under the header 'Leofwin'.  de Partone:  dated to 1296 in Reaney & Wilson, p. 339, under the heading 'Parton'.  Submitter wishes his name to be changed to be more authentic for 13th century England. 
7.  Maria Alegreza di Nicoletti (f)
new name
Maria, Alegreza:  from Fourteenth Century Venetian Personal Names from Violence in Early Renaissence Venice, by Guido Ruggiero [1].  The same source also gives examples of double given names:  Bucello Francesco del Richo and Gian Giacomo Caroldo (16th c).  Nicoletti:  from the philosopher Paolo Nicoletti Veneto, fl 1369 (Stanford Encyclopedia of Philosophy [2]).  Also appears, undated, in both de Felice's  nomi and cognomi.  Major or minor changes if necessary to register; prefers that the meaning 'merry' be retained for the name 'Alegreza'; prefers to keep 'Alegreza' rather than 'Maria'; within those limits, desires a name authentic for post-14th-c Italy.

8.  Maria Alegreza di Nicoletti (f)
new alternate name
Isabelle la Béguine d'Avignon

Name on this XLOI.  Isabelle:  in Withycombe, p 164; dated 1468 in Dauzat.  ‘Isabele’ in 1531, ‘Izabelle’ in 1529, and Ysabelle in 1521 (‘Given Names from Brittany, 1384-1600).  La Béguine:  The French name for a women's religious movement that started in Belgium in the late 12th century and later spread throughout northern Europe.  (“Beguines”, Encyclopedia Brittannica, 11th edition, v 3 p 652)  D'Avignon:  meaning 'from Avignon', a city in the region of Provence (Grabois, Illustrated Encyclopedia of Medieval Civilization, p 88).  Grabois also describes the Beguines on p. 106.  The only mention of Provence or southern Europe in Brittanica says:  “The Beguine communities were fruitful soil for the missionary enterprise of the friars, and in the course of the 13th century the communities in France, Germany and upper Italy had fallen under the influence of the Dominicans and Franciscans to such an extent that in the Latin-speaking countries the tertiaries of these orders were commonly called beguini and beguinae.”  I think this gives sufficient justification to use “la Béguine” outside its ‘northern Europe’ locus, even though ‘la Béguine d’Avignon’ might be a tertiary of the Dominican order rather than an adherent of the Belgium-based movement.
No major changes.  Submitter wishes her name to be made authentic for 13th century French.  Name clear of Isabel d'Avignon, 6/97 (Atlantia), by the addition of 'la Béguine' (V.1.b.ii).  Name clear of Isabeau Noellet d'Avignon, 9/96 (Outlands) by change of the byname (V.1.b.iv).
10.  Orlando de Medici (m)
new name & device
Or, a crequier vert.

Orlando:  is dated to 1427 in Italian Names from Florence by Ferrante.  Medici:  is dated to 1156 in the Latin form 'Medicus' in De Felice's Cognomen on p. 166.  Also, a prominent family in Florence.  The family tree contains nobody named “Orlando” (“Medici”, Encyclopedia Brittannica, 11th edition, v 18, p 31).  No major changes; submitter desires authentic for Italy.  Submitted as “a crequier plant”, we have deleted the redundancy (PicDic, #147).
11.  Sancha de Flores (-)
new to Laurel badge
(Fieldless) A cock sable, headed and queued gules.
Name on East Kingdom XLOI of 23 Jun 2002, accepted Oct 2002.  Badge is to be co-owned with Sean O’Suillaebhain Beer, name on East Kingdom XLOI of 22 Sep 2002, for action Jan 2003.  Badge is to be associated with household name "The Coribant Compaignye", on East Kingdom XLOI of 27 Oct 2002, for action Feb 2003.
Clear of The Society for Creative Anachronismin (August 1979, West): " (Tinctureless) A secretary-bird sejant regardant. [Sagittarius sepentarius]." for the Privy Clerk to Morsulus Herald.  There is one CD for fieldless vs. tinctureless (X.4.a.i) and another for the tincture of the cock (X.4.d).
12.  Tamar bas Reuven (f)
new name change & device
Argent, a martlet volant proper between four ivy leaves vert.
Name change from Temair ingen Aeda, registered 12/15/2001 (East).  Tamar:  a biblical female name.  Genesis 38:6 reads "And Judah took a wife for Er his firstborn, whose name was Tamar."  Also dated to 1096 as a man’s name (Names from Hebrew Chronicles of the 10th to 13th Centuries [1])  Reuven:  a man’s Hebrew given name (ibid) dated 1196.  Bas:  the Ashkenazic pronunciation of 'bat' meaning 'daughter of' (ibid).  No major changes.  If changes must be made, submitter wishes her name to remain 'medieval Jewish'.

13.  Ulric of York (m)
new name
Ulric:  found in Withycombe, p. 284.  The Latin form Ulricus is dated1086 and Wlfric, 1273.  York:  Reaney & Wilson, p. 508; 'de York' dated to 1324 and plain 'York' to 1522.  No major changes.
